
MENORANDUM FOR THE PRESIDENT

SUBJECT: Reappointment of General George S. Brown, USAF, as
Chairman, Joint Chiefs of Staff

General George S. Brown will complete the established two-year tour
as Chairman, Joint Chiefs of Staff on June 30, 1976. I recommend
his reappointment to that position, effective July 1, 1976, for an
additional term of two years pursuant to Section 142(a), Title 10,
United States Code.

I have full confidence in General Brown's exceptional capacity for
dealing objectively with matters of the broadest significance to our
national security.

This action will not result in the Air Force exceeding the number of
three- and four-star positions authorized under law.
